Senator Fedor Invites Lucas County Taskforce to Address 

Statewide Human Trafficking Meeting
Columbus, OH – State Senator Teresa Fedor invited the Northwest Ohio Violent Crime Against Children Taskforce to address the Trafficking in Persons Study Commission on December 3, 2009 at 2:00 PM.  The taskforce is cross-agency group composed of law enforcement agents from the Federal Bureau of Investigation, Ohio Bureau of Criminal Investigation, Toledo Police Department, Fulton County Sheriff, Lucas County Sheriff and Lima City Police Department.  It was created in response to the growing human trafficking problem highlighted after the FBI’s Innocence Lost initiative rescued dozens of Northwest Ohio children in 2005.  
“Ohio is discovering more and more cases of human trafficking. We are fortunate the Toledo Task Force is available to help advise and guide us toward effective recommendations,” said Senator Fedor.
The Trafficking in Persons Study Commission, established through Senator Fedor’s human trafficking legislation signed into law earlier this year, meets bi-monthly to address the growing problem of human trafficking in Ohio and develop recommendations for the legislature.  Senator Fedor serves as vice-chairperson with Ohio Attorney General Richard Cordray and 24 other members on the Commission.  The Commission members work in sub-committees targeting the legal aspects of human trafficking, victims’ assistance, research, prevention, and training.  
Senator Fedor also will host a National Human Trafficking Awareness Day event on January 11th from 9:00 AM – 11:00 at the Ohio Statehouse.
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
