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Senator Teresa Fedor Testifies on Behalf Of Veterans Home Tax Check Off 

COLUMBUS –Senator Teresa Fedor (D-Toledo) expressed her strong commitment to supporting Ohio’s Veterans today by speaking out on behalf of Senate Bill 11.   The bill, sponsored by Senator Fedor, would establish an income tax check off for the Ohio Veterans Home Agency.

 “We must make certain we support our veteran population with any available assistance,” Senator Fedor said in testimony before the Senate State Local Government and Veterans’ Affairs Committee.  “Ohio has a veteran population of over 958,000 and that number is increasing every day. We must be prepared to provide the care and support they deserve in the twilight years of their lives.”  
Senate Bill 11 would permit taxpayers to contribute part of their income tax refund to the Ohio Veterans Home Agency.  The agency operates licensed nursing homes in Sandusky and Georgetown, which provide services for approximately 900 veterans.  Both facilities currently have waiting lists.
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
