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Senator Fedor Votes Yes on the Transportation Budget
TOLEDO – Senator Fedor voted yes with the Ohio Senate to pass a compromise transportation budget today that includes many Democratic priorities. The budget will allow much needed improvements to the State’s infrastructure and will promote creation of thousands of jobs.

 “With increased unemployment rates, the transportation budget positions Northwest Ohio for a stronger economy,” said Senator Fedor. “Many key elements of this budget will benefit Toledo and Northwest Ohio.”

Some of the key issues contained in the $9.8 billion transportation budget include:
· Job Creation: Creates over 21,000 jobs through construction projects funded by the Federal transportation stimulus funds. Every region of the state will benefit from this job creation designed to promote economic recovery.

· Emergency COBRA/Unemployment Benefits: Extends COBRA and unemployment benefits for Ohioans who have lost their jobs. 
· Passenger Rail: Positions Ohio to aggressively pursue Federal assistance to establish passenger rail service across the State. The Controlling Board will now be able to act quickly in allocating the funding.
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
