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Senator Fedor, ABLE Director Commend Capital Budget

Legislation brings over $30 million to Toledo Areas

COLUMBUS – State Senator Teresa Fedor (D-Toledo), and Joseph Tafelski, executive director of Advocates for Basic Legal Equality, Inc. (ABLE) applauded the passage of capital budget legislation (House Bill 562) which will bring critical funding to the Toledo community.

“I was honored to vote today for legislation bringing more than $30 million to the Toledo area,” Senator Fedor said.  Mercy College, the Lucas County Multipurpose Arena, The University of Toledo, the Lucas County Marina, and ABLE and its partner Legal Aid of Western Ohio, Inc. (LAWO) received funding.  

“I am particularly proud that ABLE and LAWO will receive $1 million to advance the Center for Equal Justice project aimed at enhancing legal services for those in desperate need. Because these two law firms cover 32 counties of Ohio, a Center for Equal Justice will reach far beyond its physical location in Toledo to help so many needy Ohioans.” she added.

Senator Fedor supported legislation designed to level the legal playing field for all Ohio citizens.  As a member of the Senate Judiciary on Civil Justice and the Senate Judiciary on Criminal Justice committees, Senator Fedor works toward solving community issues such as foreclosures, domestic violence, and human trafficking.

Joseph Tafelski, executive director of ABLE praised Senator Fedor and the General Assembly’s work on House Bill 562.  

“The State appropriation will provide a huge boost to the Center for Equal Justice. We have currently raised $2.8 million from the private sector and are hoping to leverage these funds into additional support in reaching our goal of $6.1 million,” Joseph Tafelski, executive director of Advocates for Basic Legal Equality, Inc. (ABLE).  He added, “We are extremely appreciative of Senator Fedor making this the highest priority on her agenda, and we are grateful for the bi-partisan support from the entire northwest Ohio delegation.”
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
