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Senator Fedor Announces Grant to Secure School Resource Officers with Ohio Attorney General Richard Cordray
Toledo, OH – State Senator Teresa Fedor will join Ohio Attorney General Richard Cordray, Toledo Police Chief Navarre and Mayor Carty Finkbeiner to announce the Toledo Police Department as a recipient of the attorney general’s Special Ohio Drug Use Prevention Grant.  More than $2 million is being made available to 80 law enforcement agencies across Ohio, including eight in northwest Ohio.
The Ohio Drug Use Prevention Special Grant is one-time $2.2 million source of funds to help local law enforcement agencies continue drug education work with young people. The TPD will use the grant to retain resource officers in Toledo Public and Washington Local Schools.  The schools currently have 14 TPD resource officers who have offered gun safety for elementary students and provided anti-gang initiatives for middle school students in addition to other programming.  
“In these historic economic times supporting a safe school environment is vitally important to our community.  This grant will permit the resource officers to continue their drug use prevention efforts and programming, while keeping Toledo schools safe,” said Senator Fedor.

“The grant from Ohio Attorney General Cordray is timely and very much needed to secure the resource officers. If the State can assist in financing police operations, this will amount to a reduction of the total number of laid off police officers,” said Senator Fedor.

TPD submitted letters of support from the Toledo City Council, Lucas County Commissioners, Chamber of Commerce, Partners in Education, Toledo Federation of Teachers, and Senator Fedor with the application.
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
