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Senator Fedor Takes Part in Discussions About the Automobile Industry in Toledo
 TOLEDO — State Senator Teresa Fedor (D-Toledo) participated today in the first meeting of the Joint Select Committee on the Impact of the Changing Automobile Industry in Ohio.  The bi-partisan legislative committee met at the University of Toledo to discuss the automobile industry as it relates to manufacturers, suppliers, dealers and consumers.
