The grant, released by the Ohio Controlling Board, will support the Next Generation Solar Module Manufacturing Technology project.

“Toledo is a center of innovation for Photovoltaic industry and Xunlight is at the forefront of this emerging technology. Xunlight will be able to continue their important work with this substantial grant released today by the Controlling Board,” said Senator Fedor.
The goal of the Ohio Third Frontier (OTF) Advanced Energy Program is to accelerate the development and growth of the advanced energy industry in Ohio by direct financial support to organizations seeking to commercialize new products, manufacturing processes or technologies, or to adapt or modify existing components or systems that can reduce the cost of advanced energy systems or address technical and commercialization barriers.  The projects under the OTF Advanced Energy Program will help companies in Ohio continue to make technical progress toward being able to commercialize advanced energy-related products and to demonstrate end-use applications.

Specific objectives supporting this goal are as follows:

· Help Ohio companies achieve cost and performance standards that ultimate end-users of photovoltaic technologies define as necessary for successful commercial applications;

· Support development of photovoltaic technologies that will result in the opportunity for significant employment in Ohio within three to five years of completing the project;

· Help Ohio companies secure additional financial resources needed to commercialize their photovoltaic-related products, processes, components, and systems;

· Move photovoltaic-related products, manufacturing processes, components, and systems to a point in the commercialization process where the applicant is ready to demonstrate a commercial prototype or actually enter the market with a product.

The Ohio Controlling Board provides legislative oversight over certain capital and operating expenditures by state agencies and has approval authority over various other state fiscal activities.
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
